Started in the spring of 2012, the Eco Village project consists of 18 home sites and a community center on five acres of land
that share renewable energy systems (solar and geothermal), walkways, community produce gardens, edible landscapes,

green spaces and a proposed fleet of shared electric automobiles for the neighborhood.

As with all Habitat for Humanity projects, the homeowners donate time to constructing their own homes with the help of
volunteers. From the groundbreaking in the spring of 2012 through the end of 2013, Uponor employees volunteered more

than 1,500 hours at the project site with the help of the company’s paid volunteer time off (VTO) program.
